Because this is an outdoor event, please feel free to bring a pop-up canopy but remember for your safety and the safety of others that canopies MUST BE WEIGHTED DOWN or it will have to be removed. Staff will inspect your canopy prior to the start of the sale. Please note that the maximum size for a canopy is 10’ x 10’.

 

Applicants are not allowed to sell food or beverages, alcohol, pornography, vehicles, boats or weapons. Staff reserves the right to remove unacceptable items.  All goods must fit in your allotted area. 

Applicants are responsible for cleaning up their own area and for their own finances. 

Booth assignments will be made on a first come basis the morning of the event. There will not be a more favorable space over another, so the spaces will be assigned as you arrive in order to keep traffic to a minimum. 

 

All items you wish to sell must be listed on your application. Booth space is located on concrete using parking spaces. Parking space measurement is approximately 10’ x 15’. Applicants can purchase more than one space and staff will make sure spaces are next to one another.

PRELIMINARY EVENT DAY INFORMATION


Set-up begins at 6am on the event day. Unfortunately, no set-up can happen the Friday before as no overnight security is provided. You must arrive on site no later than 7:30am to have access to the event site. Otherwise, you will be forced to park and hand cart your items to your event space.  Unload items, and then move vehicle before you set up your booth.  Please park your vehicles at courthouse annex behind Joe Faggard Community Center building. 

All booths must be ready to sell by 8am! The event ends at 1pm.

Vehicles are not allowed to be parked in any garage sale spaces throughout the event site. Vehicles must be moved prior to 7:45am to the parking area; no exceptions!

 

Unload your items, park your vehicle and then set-up your booth! This will help traffic flow.

 

Restrooms will be available inside the Faggard Community Center building.

Food: We do plan to have a food vendor on-site selling tasty treats! 
We are excited to announce that we have partnered with the BPCO! Their donation truck will be on-site at approximately 1pm to collect donations of unsold items. You are responsible for cleaning your sales area. Your area must be left in the same condition it was found, meaning that all items brought with you MUST be removed and taken home with you, placed in trash receptacles, or dropped off in the donation area. Closing time is promptly at 1:00pm. NO VEHICLES in the event area until this time.
